The Park

This wonderful local park is rich in history. Once a deserted semi-
professional baseball field in 1913, it was converted to Chase Park
by the Lincoln Park Commission in 1920. Later the park was consol-
idated into the Chicago Park District. Chase Park was named after
Salmon P. Chase, Secretary of the Treasury under Abraham Lincoln
and later Chief Justice of the Supreme Court.
