VOLUNTEER GUIDELINES 
 

 All Raven participants and their employees are expected to serve as a positive 
representation of the community and at no time should there be any illegal activities taking 
place at the Festival. Any volunteer found in violation of these rules will be immediately 
removed from the Festival and prosecuted at the Committee’s discretion. 
 

 All Raven volunteers are required to attend a short volunteer training session prior to the 
event. Volunteers who attend the training sessions will be given first priority in scheduling. 
Training Sessions are currently scheduled for: 

 
o Wednesday, August 6th at 4:00 p.m. Location TBD. 
o Wednesday, August 6th at 6:30 p.m. Location TBD. 

 
 Volunteers in the Beer Tents and Ticket Trailers must be 21 or older. No exceptions! 

 
 All volunteers must check in at the Volunteer Tent for their assignment when they arrive at 

the Festival. T-shirts will be presented by the Festival Committee for the volunteers at the 
training session. The Volunteer Tent location to be determined.  

 
 Upon completion of each shift, volunteers must sign out at the Volunteer Tent. Food and 

beverage tickets will be presented to each volunteer at the sign-out of each shift.     
 

 All volunteers are asked to arrive for their shift 10 minutes early for a briefing of their duties, 
assignment to their post and a smooth transition. 
 

 Volunteers will not be allowed to drink alcoholic beverages while on duty. 
 

 Anyone suspected of theft will be immediately removed from their post and, if appropriate, 
prosecuted to the full extent of the law.
